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In many big Asian cities, such as Seoul, Taipei and Tokyo, there is_a flood
of cars, trucks and buses on the streets. This has caused terrible traffic jams
that pollute the air.

One large city, Singapore, is an exception. There are no traffic jams. Its
air is clean—free from pollution. It only takes fifteen minutes to drive from
the city to the airport.

This happy situation is no accident. It is the result of a government pro-
gram to fight air pollution and traffic jams. The government has simply made
it very expensive to own and drive a car in Singapore. The program requires
anyone who wants a car to buy a permit.
